Today, Christians around the world celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead, and the victory of love over hate, life over death, goodness over evil.

We have gone from the barrenness of Ash Wednesday, when we remembered our
sinfulness and mortality, through the rigours and discipline of Lent, to the Hosannas of
Palm Sunday and the agony of betrayal in the garden, the death on the Cross and the grief
of the tomb.

The journey will have been different for each one of us.

From today until Pentecost, the Easter Candle stand near the front of the Church and is
lit. It stands among us as a symbol of Christ’s risen presence with his people.

The ‘alleluia’ which was silenced throughout Lent, returns today with shouts of joyous
praise.

In the early centuries of Christianity, Christian initiation only took place at Easter. This
was to emphasise that it is through our Baptism that we share new life with Christ.

Today is a day for all of us to renew baptismal vows and to give thanks that we share in
Christ’s risen life. In this Eucharist we are sacramentally reunited with our risen Lord and
we rejoice in the hope and peace that he brought not only to his disciples on that first
Easter morning, but to us, his disciples today.
